This just a quick note to mention a few things.

The first is that, if you haven’t already left your country of residence, you might like to consider doing some fundraising - I did a lot before I came here and had a great time doing it!  You can do sponsored parachute jumps (free in some places if you are doing it for charity and get sponsorship for a minimum amount), DJ nights, Jumble/Car Boot Sales (get people to donate things to sell), Slave Auctions, Collections in College, Uni, Church or just the local supermarket.  I found that people were very willing to donate their skills, time and money for a worthy cause and it looks great on your CV (not to mention all the brilliant things you could do here with the money of course)!

The second is “Mini Projects”.  This is where a volunteer or group of volunteers devise and run a side project alongside their everyday tasks at the orphanage or community.  We feel that this allows volunteers to leave with a deeper sense of fulfilment and ensures that peoples’ skills are being used to their full potential. These are all just ideas and if all you feel you want to give is your time, that is absolutely fine and we would definitely love to have you.  Personally I would recommend the parachute jump though (never thought I’d do one but it was one of the best experiences of my life!)
